P.A.S.S. Gold Medallion Award


The purpose of this P.A.S.S. Gold Medallion recipient award is to recognize, promote and celebrate with First Nations, Metis and Inuit youth in their personal and educational achievements after high school.

Potential P.A.S.S. Gold Medallion recipients are nominated by the community, college and universities. The age range is 18 to 29 years old. Upon accepting the nomination each potential recipient submits a biography of their personal and educational achievements and their career venture.

Once selected by the P.A.S.S. committee each recipient is presented the P.A.S.S. Gold Medallion and Certificate of Recognition for their accomplishments and achievements which they have obtained after high school. 

As of this year we will now have over 100 P.A.S.S. Gold Medallion recipients. Each one of them are our Indigenous role models and mentors.

They are the ones who have caught the vision, the reasons and benefits that staying in school and pursuing higher education contributes to lifelong success. 

These are the ones that not only were supported along the way but also reached out and supported others. They are the ones that know what it takes to achieve a goal, a dream, and a desire.
